CROSHaY::DESIGN
gypsy hair scarf

materials: Double Knitting Weight Yarn - 1 ball Plymouth Yarn Co.’s Wildflower DK, 4mm
crochet hook, U.S. size F. (Using a worsted weight yarn and size G hook will give you a
larger sized scarf)

gauge: 4 chain loops per 4 1/2”. Finished scarf measures approx. 28"x 12”.

stitches:

ch - chain

sl st - slip stitch

sc - single crochet

instructions:

chain 102, turn

row 1 sc into 2nd ch from hook, *ch5, skip 3 ch, sc into next ch, repeat from * until 4
ch remain, ch3, dc into last ch, turn. 25 chain loops.

row 2 chb5, *sc into next loop, ch5, repeat from * until last loop, ch3, dc into 3rd ch of
first loop in previous row, turn.

repeat row #2 23 times more, until just two loops remain, ch5, sl st into the 3rd ch of
first loop of previous row, fasten off.

Join yarn in sc at one corner of long edge of scarf, *3 sc into space, sc in sc, repeat
from * to end, fasten off.

Weave in yarn ends with a tapestry needle.
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
